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Dear Parents / Carers,

Firstly, I hope you all have enjoyed the summer holidays and are looking forward to the coming year. 

The Staff in the class will consist of Mr Colombi, Mrs Gould and Mrs Warwick.

Mrs Warwick will be on maternity leave and her temporary replacement will be covering her roles during this time. 

Here are some of the important notices that will help you and your child become accustomed to the routines in Class 4:

· School doors will open at 8.45 and close at 8.50. If you arrive after this time you will have to enter school via the main entrance. School will finish at 3.20. Children will enter and exit through the key stage 2 door.

· PE will take place on a Monday and Thursday each week.

· The Monday PE session will be swimming and this will last until half term – October 25th. Lessons start on Monday 9th September and will take place in the afternoon during school time. They wear school uniform and get changed at the Baths. 

· We ask that children come to school wearing their PE kit on Thursday for their lesson.

· Any stud earrings must be removed or taped if they are new piercings. However, for swimming no jewellery is to be worn.

· After school club sessions will be sent out shortly for the appropriate classes.

· Children must bring a filled water bottle each day to ensure that they have fresh water throughout the day.

· Children can bring a healthy snack for snacktime in the afternoon or for morning break. 

· Homework will be set every Monday and is due in on Friday. Homework will be set with a worksheet or on purple mash each week. Any homework set on Purple Mash will be expected to be uploaded before Friday ready for marking.

· Children must bring their reading book and reading record to school with them each day. An adult must listen to the child reading and sign their reading journal. You can check their understanding by asking questions about what they have read – examples are in the front of their journals - VIPERS.

· Reading Journals will be checked on Monday, Wednesday and Friday.

· Please remember to clearly label your child’s uniform
